Executive Board Meeting

Meeting was called to order at 7:02pm by Vickie Mossler.
Meeting Minutes 

-The minutes from the December 13, 2017 board meeting were reviewed.  Sia McDonald motioned to approve the minutes, Donna Grim second, all were in favor.
Apex Fun Run Update
-Lisa Coburn reported that the run earned a total of $71,000 to date with 95% of pledges having been collected.  The Learning Fund’s portion of the profit is more than $45,000.

A few interesting statistics from the run event: 1,305 total pledges, the students ran 17,745 laps or 1,109 miles.  66 students reached the goal of $10/lap goal giving 4 years of clean water, 30% parents the others were from various friends and family coming from 39 states!
-Lisa is still in the process of working to secure the remaining money that was pledged.

-Next year if we book with them, they will guarantee we will receive no less than $42,000 and our portion will be 62%.  This year our portion was approximately 70%, due to some contractual mishaps on their part in our favor.
-We will explore corporate sponsorship to make it even more successful for next year.

-Lisa and Vickie met with Boosterathon and they were only guaranteeing $39,000.  Apex is also a better deal as we don’t have to pay Apex for a booking fee or the event t-shirts.
-The Learning Fund will move forward with Apex for next year’s fun run.  Lisa will request that next year they break the runs up by grade level and generate fun themes for the run to keep it fresh.
-Lisa will write up a summary of the profits that will go into the Principal’s Newsletter.
Financial Report

-The Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Statement were reviewed.
-Employer matching is down as we don’t have a parent volunteer to fill this role.  It was discussed that we remind parents that their direct donations can be matched by their employer. This includes their fund-a-need donation from the auction.
- Disbursements were reviewed.  Vickie Mossler asked for a motion to approve check numbers 4430 thru 4433 in the amount of $47,119.34.  Sherry Muniz second, all were in favor.

-Once there are items on the site, we will put a flyer in Monday folders inviting the community to join in.
Auction Update
-Wendy Allard has some amazing surprises in store for auction goers!
-Donna Grim will be polling staff to narrow down some concepts for the fund-a-need. These concepts will be discussed at the January meeting.

-Wendy and Erica are meeting with Diablo to finalize the auction plans.
-Cream is coming to make ice cream sandwiches for dessert
-There will be a meeting to build some of the props for the auction.  The community will be asked to participate.  
-Beautiful student portraits will be placed at each person’s seat at the auction accompanied by an order form to purchase the prints or the jPEG.
-Wendy is sending out auction invitations this week.

-The Fund-a-need options were discussed.   Debbie McCabe will price out some of the items before our next meeting.  Nan Houghton will discuss the choices with the staff. 
Principal’s Notes

-The purchase order for the shade structure has gone through.

-Modernization will begin summer 2018.  This will displace some classrooms.  To avoid having to rent portables the district personnel currently housed at our site may be moved from the classrooms they are currently occupy to make room for our students.

-Donna wrote a grant for $15,000 to support our school garden.
-The space for the Maker’s Room is currently being set up for use.  A timeline for opening is sometime in February.
