Meeting Minutes 

-The minutes from the February 22, 2017 board meeting were reviewed. Sherry Muniz motioned to approve the minutes, Vickie Mossler second, all were in favor.
Auction Update

-The auction was a huge success.  Initial numbers suggest that the total profits will be 
comparable to last year’s auction.
-There were 214 tickets sold including teacher tickets.  That is marginally less than last year’s attendance. 
-The projected earnings for this event was budgeted to bring in $85,000 and it ended up earning closer to $138,000.  A more accurate assessment of the total profit will be available at next month’s meeting after all the bills associating with hosting the event are reconciled.

-Next year’s auction date was discussed.  Potential dates are March, 10th or 17th.

-The auction art project is now underway, so spread the word.
-Fund a need earned about $11,000 and Donna would like to implement the sound systems in the classrooms before yearend.

-The auction chair(s) from John Baldwin elementary school came to helped out with our auction checkout process on the night of the event.  It was discussed that we should bring over some treats for their next meeting to thank them for generously taking the time to help us out.  Additionally, we entertained the idea of participating at another school’s auction in the district and in return they would help at ours.  This would ensure we have someone to do checkout at next year’s auction, as it was a difficult position to fill this year.
