Meeting Minutes 

-The minutes from the March 21, 2018 and April 18, 2018 board meetings were reviewed.  Sherry Muniz motioned to approve the minutes, Sia McDonald second, all were in favor.
3-Year Science and Physical Education Spending Plan
-Site council was very receptive to the above mentioned plan discussed during the April meeting. They did recommend potentially removing the para-professional that is to assist the science teacher during the second year of the plan after the inventory is already well organized.  
-This plan will be re-evaluated every year to make sure that it is successfully fulfilling the initial goals.  
-Vickie Mossler asked for a motion to approve the restriction of $125, 550.00 to fund the 3-year science and PE plan.  An evaluation of the program will be made each year in March to assure that the goals are being fulfilled.  If the metrics of the program are not being met, upon a vote by the Learning Fund board, the funds will be released back into the general budget.   Lisa Coburn second, all were in favor.
