Meeting Minutes 

-The minutes from the October 19, 2016 board meeting were reviewed. Donna Grim motioned to approve the minutes, Sherry Muniz second, all were in favor. 
Financial Report
-The Balance Sheet, Profit and Loss Statement, and the Budget v. Actual were reviewed. 
-Disbursements were reviewed.  Claudia Hughes asked for a motion to approve check numbers 4361 thru 4368 in the amount of $66,428.16.  Nancy Kuta second, all were in favor. 
-Sia McDonald made a motion to remove Kristine White and Yvette Prichard from the list of check signers and add Claudia Hughes and Lisa Coburn. Vickie Mossler Second, all were in favor.

Monster Dash
-The monster dash was a huge success and earned over $25,000.  The feedback from the community was that the day was too busy for the kids primarily in the lower grade levels.  
Auction

-The concept of grade specific Pay to Play parties were discussed.

-The teacher treats will be online as well this year, so people not attending can also bid on these items.

Partnership Programs/eScrip
- A flyer went out in the Monday folders to let people know about the Amazon Smile and Amazon associates programs and how they can work for them.
-It was noticed that during the process to sign up for the Amazon Smile account, there are several Green Valley School options.  Erika Woolley will work to get this cleaned up and make it more user-friendly.
-There is still confusion on the process and benefits to the two Amazon programs.  We have never received money from the Smile program and have not received any money this year to date from the associates program.  Claudia and Erika are going to look into and find out why.
Marketing
-A mid-year direct donation campaign was discussed to remind people that it’s not too late to donate. A Monday folder flyer will go out the first week in December. 

-It was discussed that a board be displayed in the MPR thanking the direct donors and sponsors. It will have flyers attached for prospective mid-year donors to take during holiday show attendance.
Site Council
